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WHAT IS A FEASIBILITY STUDY?

« An early step in the planning process to assess if an idea is practical and constructible

« Takes place before applying for additional funding, planning, and detailed designs

TYPICAL PROJECT TIMELINE
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IS A FEASIBILITY STUDY?

WHAT

A feasibility study aims to answer four primary questions. The answers to these questions will

determine whether the proposal moves forward.

1. Is the proposal technically
possible?

2. Can the proposal be designed to
meet community needs and goals?

3. Do the anticipated benefits
outweigh the cost of the proposal?

4. Does the community support the
proposal?

POTENTIAL OUTCOMES

Proposal typically moves
forward to the next steps:
 Additional Funding
« Planning and Design
« Construction

If “Yes” to all
four questions

Investigate alternative ways
to meet proposal goals

OR

If “No” to one or = ”
